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Body Belt Incubator - Users’ Guide

The body belt incubator is an easy to use, cost effective and a
reliable technique to be used in field for incubating bacterial plates.
Each body belt incubator has at least 8 pockets to carry bacterial
plates, and a pocket forthermometer.

1) After the test, close the lid of the plates correctly and place the
plates in the body belt incubator pockets.

2) Place the thermometer in its respective pocket.

3) Wear the belt around the belly for 24 to 48 hours.
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
